Revenue Canada.

e You can provide from the landlord/owner documentation specifying
the amount of property taxes payable for the rented or leased space
occupied.

To receive a property tax rebate, if eligible, applications must be received by the
Township of Uxbridge Tax Office no later than the last day of February of the following
year.
